


In July of 1899, the Prasiding Clenc of the Capital Church of the Oversoul
visited the World Hesdquarters of the Harris Organization to perfarm due diligence
and establish the process by which a series of foundations, trusts and fiduciary
accounts could be astablished for the staled purpose of hoiging funds in irust for
various pending projects which included 12 hospitais, [cw cost housing in needy
countries, medicine and food programs for needy childrer, sducational programs
and any number cf enwirpnmental projects.

The Prasiding Cleric want to Panama with knowledge of certain allegations
of potential Misconduct of The Harris Organization — as published in “Offshore
Alert” and appearing throughaut the internat, These issues were of primary
concern since the allegations, if proven to be trus, would impact upen the
Oversoul's decisions to usa Parama as a banking center for a rather large amount
of money to be forthcoming from the saie of histerical documents held within the
church trust departmaent.

Mr. Harris and his staff strongly denied any misuse of ciient funds and
informed the visiting Church officiate that United States altarneys for The Harris
Organization were in the process of filing a separate action against Mr. Marcnant,
editer of Offshore Alert, in the amount of 35 million dollars, alleging slander per se
as the cause of action. Marc Harris and his represantatives convincad the Chureh
officiate that this pending litigation would vindicate The Harris Organization and the
mere fact that the Harris Organizafion continued to grow and prosper in the
Republic of Panama was in itself mute evidence of the Harris integrity

This case for libel and slander did not go as Mare: Harris had hoped. In fact,
the Monorable K. Michael Mocre, Judge for the U.S. District Gourt for the Southern
District of Florida, Miami Division, civil case no. 98-761-CIV ruled in favor of Mr.
Cawvid Marchant and Offshore Businass News & Ressarch. The court findings can
be obiained from the Attorney Jay Adkisson report at www falc.com, or Offshore
Business News & Research at; marcham@offshorebusiness.com.

The Oversoul afficiates continued to question the ability of the Harris
Qrganization to perform trustee duties in light of this U.S. District Court decision.
To provide proof of capability Mr. Harrig instructed his staff 10 provide the Oversoul
with & copy of the A.C. Strip, Esq. letter dated 8 October 7999. The Strip
Opinion letier alleges that the statements in cout were libelous and slanderous and
that Mr. Marchant's information cams from a disgruntled past empicyee of tha
Harris Organization and the stataments wera without merit — theraby adding
validity to the statements of Marg Harris. The Strip {etter divuiges the fact that the
Law Offices of Strip, Farge, Hoppers & Leithart Go., had filed an appeal with the
Eleventh Circuit Court of Appeals. The reasons for appeal are cited but they hinge



upon “the prohibition of a party from taking the Fifih Amendment privilage
throughout the proceedings and then suddenly waiving that privilege and testifying”
theraby disrupting the exploratory abiiity of the defense to cross examine. It is the
opinion of Strip, Fargo, Hoppers & Leithart Co , that the position of the Honorabie
K. Michael Moore is in eror and as such the Harris Organization warrants 3
reversal of the court decision.

Al the same time as the recaipt of Mr. Strip's letter 1o the Board. the Oversoul
received a Marris Organization financial statement and cestificate of soivency
authored by Luis Ovidio Rodriguez Brandao, Certified Public Account in Parama
in which Mr. Branda certifies the financial strength cf The Harris Qrganization.

With these two reports in hand and the parsoral assurances of Marc Harris
as well as the presidert of the Harris Crganization, the Staff Attomey, the Public
information Officer, and the client account representative, the Oversoul transferred
about 5230,000 in trust funds in varying amounts from banks oulside of the United
Stetes to the Harris Organization. These furnds were to be piaced into the Latin
American Money Market account for the purchase of debt instruments issued by
highly reputable companies throughout South America. Liquidity was guaranteed
by the Harris Organization within 24 hours of request.

In early December, 1989, the Oversoul reguestad a wire transfer r the
amount of $15,000 to provide financial assistance to an animal cruelty program
which falls within the-Church humanitarian agenda. Thesa funds were NOT wired
int a timely manner, as promised, and in fact the Church Administrators were tald
by the client representative that there were no funds within the Harris Orgarnization
t0 accommodate the church request.

In mid Decamber, 1999, the officiale of the Qversoul, feanng for tha safety
of church funds, sent an official letter to The Harris Organization, addressed o the
reprasentative in charge of the account, backed up by facsimile and e-mail to
immadiately liguidate ail of the full and fractional shares of the Latin America Manay
Market Account and wire transfer the net funds to the intematicnal Church account
in Canada, This request has not been completed.

Ambassador Ford, after considering the facts presented within this
communique, | believe you will agree with our assessment that Marc Harris and/or
The Marc Harris Organization has potentially invalved themseives In a Ponzi
scheme using clients investment funds to pay other invesiors, overhead and
whatever seemad o be relevant at the time. Funds ware not segragated or
prolected as represented, and, it appears that securities were never purchased
with transferred funds as required by a prospectus.



The Harris Crganization has invoived themsalves in fraud upon this Chureh
and a breach of fiduciary responsibility toward those funds allocated for
humanitarian purposes. In addition to the corporate irresponsibility, the Hams
Organization may have unwittingly viclated security, banking, and trust laws of
Panama. In the eyes of public opinion — the Harris Organization has brought the
Republic of Panama and 1's new president into an awkward position where they
condona these activities — by providing safe harbour.

Marc Harris knew that these Church funds, as well as hosa considerable
amounts which ware 10 follow, were to ba allecated 1o starving children in need of
medical attention using the collective resources of World Vision and UNICEF.
Marc Harris krew about thirteen charities in New Zealand which would be receiving
grants, including: Save the Children, the Salvation Army, Foundation for the Blird,
Cancer Research, Trust for Disabled Persons, the Hesrt Foundation, the Hearing
Association, the Asthma Scociety, the Arthritis Foundaticn, the Red Cross, andg
UNICEF. In additien, Marc Harnis knew about the construction of a $150 millicn
dollar hospital n Nicaragua to provice free medial attention tc {ha naedy as weil as
lost cost housing, food supplies, medicine and funds to make repairs caused fram
fioods and natural disasters.

Marc Harris knew all of the gocd things Tha Harris Organization and the
Republic of Panama could do for OversoLl Weord Ministries to implement
compassion and benevalencs in the new millennium. Even with this magnificent
opportunity to make a major impact on this pianet Earth, Marc Harris has elected
to "keep” cliert funds for his own agenda. This is evident by the fact that he has
shut off all communication links and refuses to acknowledge our marny requests
lo forward trust funds to the safe keeping of the church.

We understand that the plight of the church is not an isolated cass. It is
reported that there are many who have gene to the Panama offices to seek the
return of their funds, only to return to their respective homes with empty pockets,
All of this transpires while Marc Harris enjoys the Fanama skylina from his
penthouse, drives the streets of Panama in his chauffeured Jaguar, and uses a
corporate arpiane to travel to his villa in Chili — where it is rumored that he has
extansive businass noldings.

Ambessador Ford, any help in getting this infarmation inta the proper hands
or any recermmendations you may prefer to make will be deeply appreciated. Wae
are anxious to see this unsavory problem put behind us s that we can go forth with
those activities to which we have commilted our lime, our energy and our
resources. In the wake of all of this, the Oversoul Board of Trusiees must re-
exarmine i's options and make decisions as to how to replace the trust Funds which
are being withheld by The Hamis Organization.
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
